Guidelines for Paper Preparation

We have invited policy experts to join us for one or two days from the OECD, the EUA, UNESCO, the Volkswagen Foundation, the Max Planck Institute, NSF and the DFG. As you present your findings, these guests will respond with their particular policy frame.  Therefore, draft papers must be completed by the end of January so our expert commentators can familiarize themselves with the content and prepare their feedback.  
In developing the content of your papers:

1) Each task force member should prepare background from their country regarding the questions which were developed during the Melbourne workshop.  Discuss with your group leader how you will structure the paper.

2) For each of your countries, describe the relevant policy agency on doctoral education.  Find out what are their issues and what they are keen on developing so we can know who will be our audience when presenting background material, which can lead to policy formation in your country on your specific issues.

3) Think about which international policy agencies are relevant and influential in your country.  Also for these agencies, describe what focus they have and in which way they are influential on doctoral education.
