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Prairie Project: Phase 2





The field trip to Meadowbrook Park helped us answer some of our questions, and it inspired even more! Small groups of students observed, drew, counted, and tallied what they saw related to prairie plants, animals, insects, water, and characteristics. As a next step, they are preparing survey questions to ask their families, and also a list of questions for a prairie “expert.” 





Questions to ask your child:


* How do you know animals live on the prairie if you didn’t see them?


* Do flowers bloom on the prairie?


* What is not a prairie?


* How is the prairie different from our yard at home?


* What insects have you seen? Tell me about them.
